AIR GUN FIELD TARGET: The next match will be held on Sunday, August 17". The matches use falling silhouette
targets with a trip plate. This outdoor event uses "sporter-type" air rifles shooting at small game silhouette targets. The
next fun shoot will be on August 31* at the Multi-Purpose Range. The Fun Shoots include a Quigley Challenge (long
range off-hand event) & “Air Sniper” targets 10 shots, any position, no supports, paper bulls, no sighters once you begin,

rounds standing and a maximum of 10 rounds prone. To be eligible for awards at the end of the year you must shoot in at
least three of the five matches during the season.

M 1 GARAND & MILITARY RIFLE: The next M-1 Garand/Military Arms Match is scheduled for August 30". Sign-
in at 9 AM. Shooting starts at 9:30 AM. Format is a modified DCM at 200-yard targets; iron sights only. No match or
modified rifles. Sign-in for the Military Arms Match at 11:30 AM for foreign, domestic, bolt or semi-auto rifles
(including M1A standard & pre-ban AR-15) shooting at 100-yard targets. Iron sight rifles only and NO match, modified,
or 50 cal. BMG rifles. Shooting starts at 12:00 Noon. You may not use the same rifle in the Garand Match and Military
Arms Match. Each match requires 50 rounds. Cost is $10 for one or $15 for both. FFI call Greg Ong (706-7811).

TRAP: The next shoot will be on September 28", The format will involve some trap targets, some wobble targets and
some doubles. There will be some flash targets thrown in and as always, it will be a fun shoot (no registered targets).
