AIR GUN FIELD TARGET:   Held on  the third Sunday of the month we shoot Air Rifle Field Target 
(and Air Pistol) at the Action Pistol Course at 09:00. We shoot "knock down" type targets at ranges 
from 10-55 yards. The matches follow standard AAFTA rules and classes. We foster a collegial type 
of shooting environment where one can learn and develop skills at their own pace.
