Sign-in for the Military Arms Match at 11:30 AM for foreign, domestic, bolt or semi-auto rifles (including M1A
standard & pre-ban AR-15) shooting at 100-yard targets. Iron sight rifles only and NO match, modified, or 50 cal. BMG
rifles. Shooting starts at 12:00 Noon. You may not use the same rifle in the Garand Match and Military Arms Match.
